H ello Martyrs Family,  
 

We have a date for the Communion Rail:  Installation 
March 26th.  From the time of this writing that's in 16 
days!  Praise the Lord!  However, this does present with a small 
difficulty.  I had wanted to do a teaching mass to help us with 
three things: 
 

1. Remind us that you do not have to change how you receive Communion. 
2. Further meditate on how this can help us receive our Lord in the Eucharist.     
Practical practice of ... how do we line up?  How do we use this? 
 

However ... this is right before Palm Sunday and Easter the next week.  In short, I'm 
discerning with our parish team:  Can we roll this out, using the Communion Rail 
and it be a benefit rather than pulling focus from these wonderful celebrations?  So, 
stay tuned! 
 

Also, a lot of things coming up! 
 

1. March 22nd at 1pm:  We will have a Sunday Mass to celebrate Baptism,               
Confirmation, and First Communion for a large population of the youth in our 
parish.  Please pray for them! 
2. First week of April:  Holy Week and Easter Sunday. 
3. April 16th-18th:  John Paul II - Healing the Whole Person retreat.  We're          
extremely close to being full!  If you are on the fence, my recommendation, just go.
