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A Note from Parochial Vicor… 

D ear Martyrs Family,  
 

 “Life with Christ is a wonderful adventure” 
      -St. John Paul II 
 

I want to take a moment to update you on my wonderful adventure with Jesus that 
will happen soon.   
 

This July for a couple weeks, I will be leading 13 college students on a mission trip to 
the Philippines through the Fellowship of Catholic University Students (FOCUS). 
There, we will receive the opportunities to work with two religious orders, the Sisters 
of the Incarnate Word and the Christian Brothers. We will join them on their       
mission to be the hands and feet of Christ as he extends his love to the poor and the 
orphan.  
 

God has always been close to the broken hearted. God reaffirms that He is the      
defender of the helpless. The Apostle St. James exhorts us “Listen, my beloved 
brothers, has not God chosen those who are poor in the world to be rich in 
faith and heirs of the kingdom, which he has promised to those who love 
him?” This encouragement from St. James has given rise to a theology of the 
“poverty of soul” that has inspired countless saints through the centuries, like          
St. Teresa of Calcutta and St. Francis of Assisi.  
 

God has put into my own heart a great love and admiration for this ministry of    
mission. I’ve been blessed to serve with the Sisters of Charity in Gallup, Denver, and 
Chicago, as well as Christ in the City in Denver and Philadelphia. And it seems that 
every time I go and serve the poor, Christ is the one who serves me through them. 
That He, in His mercy, is teaching me something true and good about His own love 
for me, as poor as I am. That He does not will for me to become independent or    
self-sufficient as that would separate me from Him. But He delights that I am needy, 
that I am incomplete, in essence, that I am a poor man. And the Lord is closest to the 
poor, those who surrender everything to Him.  
 

So, please keep me and these missionaries in your prayers throughout July. You can 
join me on mission through interceding for us at Mass!  
 

Know that I am excited to return and to tell you about the wonderous things God 
has done and will do in the Philippines.
